The Institution shall be under obligation to submit the online proposal with the
requisite documents as provided u/s. 14(1)(a) of the Maharashtra Unaided Private
Professional Educational Institutions (Regulation of Admissions and Fees) Act,
2015, to approve the fees charged as Ad-hoc fees and further to approve the fees
for the academic year 2026-2027 or 2027-2028 as the case may be.
